Hillcrest Cross Talk 
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Annual Conference 

As many you may know the United Methodist Church is in the midst of deciding how it will move forward when it comes to 

the ordination and marriages of the LGBTQ (Lesbian, Gay, Bi-Sexual, Transgender, Queer/Questioning) community.  It is a subject 

that has been greatly debated in the past years and is now coming to the point that a decision has to be made. This will be no easy 

task in a denomination whose 12.5 million-membership stretches from countries where same-gender marriage is legal to countries 

where same-gender activity is a crime. In 2019 there will be a special called session of the General Conference.  The General Con-

ference is the law making body of the United Methodist Church, and only this body can make changes to our current Book of Disci-

pline and Structure of The United Methodist Church. At this conference three plans will be considered: 

The one-church model: Under this plan, each conference would be able to decide whether to ordain LGBTQ individuals as clergy. 
Each pastor would be able to decide whether to perform same-sex weddings or unions. Each local church would be able to 

decide whether to allow same-sex weddings in its sanctuary or receive an openly gay pastor. Those who could not in good 

conscience participate in same-sex weddings or ordination of LGBTQ clergy would not be required to do so. Central confer-

ences ñ church regions in Africa, Europe and the Philippines ñ could maintain their own standards on ordination and mar-

riage. The model would essentially make legal what is already happening in some parts of the connection. 

The multi-branch model: Under this plan, United Methodists would share doctrine, services and one Council of Bishops, while also 

creating different branches. The five U.S. jurisdictions would be replaced by three connectional conferences, each covering 

the whole country, based on theology and perspective on LGBTQ ministry ñ progressive, contextual and traditional branches. 

In this case, contextual means allowing churches flexibility in ministry with LGBTQ people as best fits their mission field. An-
nual conferences would decide with which connectional conference to affiliate. Central conferences would remain as they are 

or could choose to affiliate with one of the three connectional conferences. This model likely would require amendments to 

the denominationõs constitution. 

Maintaining the current Model:  Under this plan the United Methodist Church would maintain the current provisions of the Book 

of Discipline with enhanced accountability.   

 

Each of these models would also provide the option for any United Methodist Church who feels that they can no longer serve within 

the denomination to leave the denomination and make a way for them to keep their property as well.

Except for the vacuum cleaner, which was 

bought with funds from the UMW treasury, all of these items were donated by our 

generous women. We also assembled ten Easter baskets for elderly shut-ins in 

our area. This project, which we began last year, allows us to become aware of 

our elderly who seldom leave home except for doctor's appointments and have 

few visitors. It warms the heart to see how their faces light up when they see a 

visitor carrying a gift.
